Some 

parents said they have already bought the gifts. We are so very grateful for your kindness and 

thoughtfulness.

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Your child is due to be in Reception to Year 6 from September 2020 and they are therefore eligible for a 
Free Nasal Childhood Flu Vaccination. 
It is anticipated that this will be delivered in schools between October 2020 to December 2020, this will 
be administered adhering to all up to date Infection Control, PPE and social distancing guidance at the 
time. 
Flu vaccination is one of most effective interventions we have to reduce pressure on the health and 
social care system which is going to be more important than ever this year. For this reason, it is essential 
we deliver the vaccine to as many children as possible to prevent the spread of infection to those most 
at risk in society.
